
 
What have EYFS been up to this week? 

 
In Phonics this week, we have been practising the or, ur, and ow and oi sounds. We 
are practising all of our tricky words from last half term. We have been focusing hard 
on writing words using our phonics knowledge. Most of us have been reading wordless 
books and some of us are reading books with short sentences. 
 
In Maths, we focused on ‘Composition’. We learnt that the number 5 is made up of 
other numbers. We found different ways of showing five on our hands. In our books 
we identified the whole number which was 5 and the two parts to make 5. We learnt 
vocabulary such as ‘part’ and ‘whole’. 
 
 
In Literacy, we read the story of ‘The Three Little Pigs’. We had a go at writing 
sentences to describe the picture. We wrote the sentence ‘I am a pig/wolf’ next to the 
pictures. We used our Phonics sounds to help us write our sentences. We did this by 
sounding out the word, counting the sounds and writing each sound down. 
 

In Topic… 
This week, we learnt all about maps. We learnt that a Cartographer is someone who draws maps. 
We learnt that maps help us find places around the world or the area we live in. In our books 
wemade our own maps. Some of us stuck buildings onto our map, some of us learnt how to read a 
map and some of us drew a map from scratch! The vocab that we learnt were ‘ Cartographer’ and 
‘maps’.
