
 
What have EYFS been up to this week? 

 
In Phonics this week, we have been practising the th, sh, and ng and nk sounds. We 
are practising our tricky words he, she, go, of and go. Please continue to practise these 
tricky words with your child at home. We are focusing hard on blending words with 
the sound we have learnt for the day and are continuing to read wordless books. 
 
In Maths, we focused on subitising numbers 4 and 5.  We learnt that the number 4 
and 5 can be represented differently for example using our fingers, fives frame and a 
dice. We had pictures of 4 and 5 that were represented in different ways and sorted 
them out. We learnt vocabulary such as ‘subitise’ and ‘subition’. 
 
 
In Literacy, some of us wrote the word to match a picture. We did this by sounding 
out the word and writing each sound that we could hear. Most of us wrote the initial 
sound to the picture and some of us matched the sound to the picture. 
 

 
In Topic… 

This week, we have been learning about Nocturnal and Diurnal animals. We learnt that, Nocturnal 
animals are animals who are awake/ come out at night time and Diurnal animals are animals that 
come out/are awake at day time. We identified animals and sorted them by Nocturnal and Diurnal.
