Subject: Art

Activity Outcome: To write a descriptive piece of
writing on Monet’s paintings, offering your opin-
ion.

Explain: Using the pictures given, write a descrip-
tive piece of writing, offering your opinion of the
paintings. You may want to include what colours
have been used and how this affects the overall
view of the picture. You may want to comment on
the picture itself, what has been painted? Where
might you find this picture? Why do you think he
has chosen to paint this particular object/place?
