Subject: Lesson 1 Geography

Subject: Lesson 3 Art and Design

ocean’s animals) and author. He wrote a book all
about the Great Barrier Reef and produced lots of art-
work too for the book.

You should be able to see how Saville-Kent used to
overlap the subjects of his art quite a lot and contrast
them (make the different) by using very opposite col-
ours.

Creeks, rivers, beaches, islands, coastal and sea areas
provide bream, catfish, cod, eels, prawns, crayfish,
oysters, periwinkles, stingrays, sharks, crabs,
dugongs, bird eggs, clam and many other things.
